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Much of this week’s work is dedicated to the initialization stage of the model. Compared to proposed initialization from the proposal, not much has been changed. Any part of update has been marked with either “addition” or “change”, indicating any items added or changed to the original proposal. 
As a recap, here are the steps for initialization:
· Set up stations as patches. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Addition: set specific controlled locations. Use color blue to indicate the center of a station. 
· Generate tracks. Color certain patches green. 
· Generate passengers at each station according to passenger volume
I did some research on the passenger volume at each stage using Yamanote Line. I used numbers of similar magnitude for testing purposes. 
· For each passenger, generate their destination randomly. In addition, generate their direction (inner loop or outer loop)
· Update station information (number of people using the station in which direction)
· Generate certain number of trains given the interval. 
Addition: the estimated running time between any two stations is 10 minutes. To generate trains, we lay trains evenly spread out from each other. For example, if the interval is set to 2 minutes, then we should expect 5 trains keeping an equal distance spread out between two stations.
